1. Welcome from the Chair:
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting.

2. Apologies for Absence:
Parish Cllrs Jane Markham, Richard Neale and NYC Cllr Richard Foster

3. Register of Interests:
Councillors present at the meeting confirmed their interests, as recorded in the Register of Interests held and maintained by the Council’s principal authority.  

4. Disclosure of Interests:
Members were invited to disclose any interests (including any not already registered in the Register of Interests) relevant to the business of the meeting, and, in respect of a disclosable pecuniary interest (to be registered or not), to request dispensation pursuant to the Council’s Code of Conduct to participate in the business under discussion and vote on the matter.

5. Minutes of the Council Meeting held on 28th August 2025:
The Minutes of the Meeting held on 28th August 2025 were taken as read, and the Minutes were approved and signed by the Chairman as a true and correct record.  

6. Matters Arising:

7. Clerk’s Report:
The clerk explained that all relevant information was included in the agenda.

8. Planning:
a) No planning applications had been received.

9. Financial Reports:
a) The clerk introduced a Financial Statement dated 27nd October 2025 confirming the balance was £25059.21 and invoices paid during the previous two months included grass cutting, the clerk’s salary for August, September and October staff and member training, computer and annual subscription for Microsoft 365.                       Income was the second precept payment of £6250 and £500 grant from Cllr Foster’s community budget towards the replacement notice board.                                                                                                                     b) 2026-27 Precept Timetable: The clerk explained that North Yorkshire Council wished to know the 2026-27 Parish Precept by 31st December 2025.                                                                                                                                                                     c) The clerk gave details of his October salary, admin costs and mileage claims.                     d) The Chair outlined a report giving options for the Band D Parish Precept for 2026-27 pointing out that inflation was around 5% so areas such as staffing and energy over which the parish council had limited control would bite into the reserves the council was obliged to hold.                                                                                                         After discussion it was agreed the parish precept would increase from £95.04 to £104.50 per year an increase of 21p per week.

11: New Draughton Web Site
The clerk explained the new web site www.draughton-pc.gov.uk was up and running but owing to a faulty SIM card in the mobile wi fi he could not demonstrate the new web site. 

12: Business Continuity Plan: 
The clerk had circulated a revised Draughton Parish Logo with most of the vegetation removed. After discussion the Logo was agreed. The Chair asked about ID badges for the councillors and the clerk. The clerk agreed to circulate a draft ID badge incorporating the logo. 

13: Parking Issues:

Approaches had been made to the owner of one of cars concerned and it was agreed the clerk should write to the employer of the individual if the anti-social behavior continued. Councillors wished for further information re the anti social car parking and the clerk confirmed a representative of North Yorkshire Police would be attending the next meeting of the Parish Council. 
                                                                                                                                        
14: Police Incidents: 
The clerk confirmed that no Draughton issues had been reported to North Yorkshire Police during July and August. NY Police had apologised that they were unable to attend the meeting but in view of the concerns about anti-social parking would increase the patrols through the village and representative of North Yorkshire Police would be attending the next meeting of the Parish Council

15: New Notice Board: 
The clerk gave an update on notice boards and after reviewing prices it was agreed to purchase a three bay recycled plastic notice board in green at a cost of £1540 plus delivery. It was further agreed NYC Councillor Richard Foster should be approached to contribute £500 from his councillor’s community fund and Cllr Alison Turner approach the Church Committee for £300 towards the replacement costs and the balance of £740 would be met by the parish council.  

16: Consultation and Correspondence: 
a) Cllr Richard Neale gave an update on the DAZ project including details of a solicitor who could carry out the legal work of the proposed wind turbine. Cllr Neale also gave an update on production of the Village History including the identification of photographs. Cllr Turner agreed to exhibit the photographs prior to the next church meeting.                                                                                                                                       b) Cllr Turner gave details of trees in the village that needed trimmed by NYC Highways.
